Tax Exempt Orders in Minnesota
Most organizations that have tax exempt status in Minnesota do not qualify for using the exempt status for purchasing prepared food per the Department of Revenue. 
Tax Exempt Eligible: 
· Federal Government billed to and directly paid for by the Federal Government. 	
· Example: US Airforce, Army or Coast Guard (NOT the MN Air National Guard)
· K-12 orders delivered to the school for on-site consumption. 
NOT Tax Exempt: 
· University of Minnesota Purchases
· Traveling sports teams
· Local University groups and events
· Non-profit organizations (Charitable, Educational, religious, political, specific groups (Cub Scouts etc.) 
If an organization qualifies based on the above we will need this for every order:
1. A completed MN Form ST3, Certificate of exemption. 
2. The signed customer tax exempt sale slip from the POS with tax exempt number noted and a copy of full detailed register receipt need to be attached to the exemption certificate and submitted with weekly paperwork.
